884-1858 to request mailed copy. Call

the night before your scheduled

appearance date to confirm the day and

time you are required to report.

Summoned jurors who have health

concerns related to COVID-19 may be

allowed to defer their service to a future

date. We emphasize that if you are ill, or

with respiratory symptoms, a fever, or a

cough, DO NOT report for jury service.

Contact Jury Administration to request

that your jury service be deferred to a

future date.
