Non-emergency filings must be placed in

the drop box located at the front

entrance of the building.

Telephonic appearances are

highly encouraged and may be scheduled

using Court Call or by contacting the

courtroom directly. Parents or Guardians

nd the minor charged with an offense, and

their attorneys, are the only parties allowed

in the courthouse. All parties may have to

wait outside until called into the

courthouse using a paging system.
