· RULES GOVERNING THIS SOLICITATION. See Attachment 1 - Administrative Rules RFQs-IFBs-RFPs.

· OFFER PERIOD.  A Bidder's quote is an irrevocable offer for ninety (90) days following the bid due date.  Bids will be accepted electronically by email, fax or written response on or before the due date. The Court may purchase additional quantities at the same price during the offer period.
· TERMS AND CONDITIONS. The Court’s standard purchase order terms and conditions (Attachment 2) will apply to any purchase resulting from this RFQ. Bidder’s additional terms and conditions will not apply. Quotes that contain language adding Bidder’s additional terms and conditions may be rejected. If this order is placed under a Leveraged Procurement Agreement approved by the State of California or the Court, those terms and conditions take precedence in the event of a conflict.
· QUOTE SUBMISSION. 

· Bidder must complete pricing and company information requested on page 1 of RFQ and submit the completed form with its bid.
· Bidder must complete the Acceptance of PO Terms and Conditions form (Attachment 3) and submit the completed form with its bid.

· Bidder must complete and sign the General Certifications Form (Attachment 4) and submit the completed form with its bid.

· Bidder must complete and sign the Good Standing Form (Attachment 5) and submit the completed form with its bid.
· Bidder must complete and sign the Darfur Contracting Act Certification (Attachment 6) and submit the completed form with its bid. 

· Bidder must complete and sign the Small Business Declaration (Attachment 7) only if it wishes to claim the small business preference associated with this solicitation.
· Bidder must submit with its quote, for itself and each of its affiliates that make sales for delivery into California, a copy of either (a) a California seller's permit issued under Revenue and Taxation Code section 6066 et seq. or (b) a certificate of registration issued under Revenue and Taxation Code section 6226. 
· FOLLOW-ON CONTRACTING. Applicable only to solicitations which include consulting services. Subject to certain exceptions, no person, firm, or subsidiary thereof who has been awarded a consulting services contract may submit a bid for, nor be awarded a contract for, the provision of services, procurement of goods or supplies, or any other related action which is required, suggested, or otherwise deemed appropriate in the end product of the consulting services contract.
· SMALL business preference. Small business participation is not mandatory. Failure to qualify for the small business preference will not render a quote non-responsive.  

Eligibility for and application of the small business preference is governed by the Court’s Small Business Preference Procedures for the Procurement of Information Technology Goods and Services located at http://www.sb-court.org/GeneralInfo/Purchasing.aspx. The Bidder will receive a small business preference if, in the Court’s sole determination, the Bidder has met all applicable requirements. If the Bidder receives the small business preference, 5% will be deducted from its total cost for the purposes of determining Lowest Responsible Bidder. If a DVBE incentive is also offered in connection with this solicitation, additional rules regarding the interaction between the small business preference and the DVBE incentive apply.

To receive the small business preference, the Bidder must be either (i) a Department of General Services (“DGS”) certified small business or microbusiness performing a commercially useful function, or (ii) a DGS-certified small business nonprofit veteran service agency. 

If the Bidder wishes to seek the small business preference, the Bidder must complete and submit with its quote the Small Business Declaration (Attachment 5). The Bidder must submit with the Small Business Declaration all materials required in the Small Business Declaration. 

Failure to complete and submit the Small Business Declaration as required will result in the Bidder not receiving the small business preference. In addition, the Court may request additional written clarifying information. Failure to provide this information as requested will result in the Bidder not receiving the small business preference.  

If the Bidder receives the small business preference, (i) the Bidder will be required to complete a post-contract report; and (ii) failure to meet the small business commitment set forth in its quote will constitute a breach of contract.
